3. If you have intermittent DMX signal problems, check the pins on connectors or on PCB of
the unit or the previous one.
4. Try to use another DMX controller.
5. Check in the DMX cables run near or run alongside to high voltage cables that may
cause damage or interference to DMX interface circuit.
C. Some units don’t respond to the easy controller
1. You may have a break in the DMX cabling. Check the LED for the response of the
master/ slave mode signal.
